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Since  1966, the Hellenic Higher Military Educational Institutions receive 

foreign students through the educational assistance programme, 

offering the same training as the one provided for Greek students. In 

the course of time, the scholarships offered expanded to the Higher 

Military Career NCO School, the Higher Joint War College, the National 

Defence College and other training Colleges of the three Services of 

the Hellenic Armed Forces. Currently, 322 foreign students attend our 

national Military Educational Institutions. The following tables include 

data for the 1933 foreign students who attended Hellenic educational 

institutions since 1966.
